In this section you can provide a summary of your FINAL report in approximately 200 words.  This part of your report should inform the reader about the essential details before reading the whole document. 
Process to be used for this PROJECT (revised version from the analysis report, and also include the stages added to the final report)
Provide general information (brief) about your project, and describe the processes you passed through when performing the ANALYSIS, DESIGN AND DEVELOPMENT phases in the following parts of the report. How you have conducted the analysis phases (through surveys, interviews, observations, literature reviews)  Please provide detailed information on what you have asked, how many people you talked to and the name of each, names of the schools/organizations those people work at, , reference/web address for the literature you examined.  What you have done for design and development process. Please be specific about what you have done in each phase of the project. 

Learner analysis (revised version from the analysis report)

Report on the analysis results of your target students.   Include what you have done to gather information about your learners’ general characteristics, specific entry competencies. Include the procedures you followed to understand the students learning styles specific to them and that can affect their ability to learn by using the instructional materials, methods and strategies you have developed. Support your findings with the literature, and get help from the related literature.

Goals for the instruction (revised version from the analysis report)
Instructional Goals: Determine the learning outcomes that you expect your target students to achieve as a result of your instructional materials, methods and strategies   Students should be able understand what is expected of them by reading your instructional goals/objectives.
Your Goals as a Team: Write and describe your team’s goals for the project.  Explain what you plan to achieve with this project.  You can explain the existing instruction (related with your topic) in schools, and what difference you plan to make with your project. (Here you need to assume that all types of technologies and facilities are available for you) 
Content analysis (revised version from the analysis report)
1. Determine and describe the content you plan to teach.  State the main topics and the sub-topics you include in your instruction.   
2. You also need to report on the accuracy of your content.  Is the content sufficient and valid, and how did you decide on the amount to be covered for certain amount of time and for certain structure? (Did you get expert opinion, did you examine the related literature, and did you examine the related curriculum?)  You need to present a synthesis of the related literature, document analysis, and collected opinions of the teachers, the students and the experts.  

Methods, media and materials, and justification for all (revised version from the analysis report)
Explain the methods and the media you use and the materials you develop.  You should clarify how your methods, media and materials complement each other.  Provide a rationale for your decision in regard to selection of methods, media and materials. Why they are best for the instructional goals, content and learners?  Rather than just one, it is better if you can explain several justifications to support your decision. 
Context of the instruction (revised version from the analysis report)
Present the context that the instruction you design will take place.  In this part you need to report on:
1. How the learning environment will be (lab, class, seating arrangements, number of students, darkness, walls (whether you need some posters etc. on the walls) etc.) 
2. The media you needed to convey your instruction.
3. Learners’ role: What you expect from the learners before, during and after the instruction.

4. Teacher’s role: What the teacher will do before, during and after the instruction.

Description of the instruction

List the major components of your project, and describe the purpose of each in your instruction.  Specify the essential instructional elements such as motivation, attention, participation, interaction, feedback and learning assessment (Assessment of Learner Achievement step in Evaluation and Revision Phase of the ASSURE MODEL) that you used or embed to your project. 
Describe the actual sequence of events/activities/materials that make up your instruction. This may be presented in a table or in a numbered format to see the sequence. The details you provide should be sufficient to help your readers visualize the entire flow of your instruction from beginning to end. 

Expected Orientations (If needed) 
In the light of the above mentioned issues, clarify whether an orientation for both teacher and students is needed. If it is needed, give a general description of your orientation (such as an orientation to avoid misunderstandings about the materials or to acquire your target audience with the basic computer literacy and etc.).

Evaluation of Methods, Media and Materials
Describe the procedures you PLAN to evaluate your methods, media and materials. The evaluation should provide answers to your questions: 
1. If your instructional materials are effective, 
2. If they can be improved, 
3. If they are cost effective in regard to achievement, 
4. If the method, media and materials assist the students meeting instructional goals, 
5. If they motivate students, and
6. If they provide students participation. 
Distribution of Duties 

Identify the primary author for the various sections of the report. Name the group members that are assigned for various duties during the project. You should justify the distribution of these duties by considering the personal traits of the group members.   Secondary roles and authors may be included. Please be sure to explain honestly what each team member have achieved in this project. Provide a time-table that you followed while developing each material.
Additionally, please describe what has changed and what have you gained as a member of the group in terms of technical, social, etc. skills.
PROJECT EVALUATION CRITERIA

1. Creativity: What is new and different in your method and materials from the existing ones.
2. Visual design: How well you followed the visual design principles.

3. Clarity & Systematic Process: How well you followed the steps of the ASSURE Model.
4 Applicability: Is the planned utilization of the methods and materials realistic and applicable to instructional settings?
5.  Consistency: Do the selected method/s and developed materials complement each other?
